This is a continuation of my last
week's column, where I had
mentioned that I like a slower and
calm life.

We frequently complain of not
having sufficient time in hand to
finish our work. Although we all
know, but still do not realise, that
in fact the pace of passing time has
not increased, it is still the same,
as it has been for a long time.
What has changed in fact is our

way of working. We have
developed a habit of trying to do
much more in fact than we should
do.

We are simply disturbing our
natural way of life, by
overworking. In fact the word
over-working does not explain the
problem fully. We simply waste
our energies by involving
ourselves with unproductive and
useless work. Just look around, out
of 10 persons you find near you
around 8 of them would be looking
at the screens of their Iphones. Do
you think that they are doing
something productive. I am sure
not even one percent of them is
doing anything productive. They
are either chatting with friends, or
just looking at posts and comments
in Facebook or other sites of the
like.

How far chatting is productive, is a
question that's difficult to answer.
There may be some positive
aspects of chatting, but I am sure
there are too many negative aspects
of chatting. The most important of
these, in my opinion is the wastage
of time, and keeping the mind
busy and putting it under stress.
We may give our mind a rest for
these times, to re-charge it to be
more productive in future.

By remaining involved in chatting
and in other activities on the
Iphone screen, most of us ignore

the need to rest, by the systems
inside our bodies.

The present way of our lives in
general does not allow us to sleep
properly, and for a reasonable
period of time. We keep our minds
over involved and busy in
important and non-important
issues, that even when we sleep,
our minds continue pondering
about them. This situation affects
the quality of our sleep, and
ultimately affects our performances
the next day.

Most of us put ourselves under
extreme stress, by running after
money. I do not deny the necessity
of earning a reasonable income, but
to negate the necessities of resting,
just to earn a little more, is what
most of us are usually are busy
with. This practice is usually
common among two groups of
people. One is those who are poor
and have to think of nothing but
earning more to maintain their
desired standard of living. The
second group is those people who
are already wealthy, but want to be
wealthier.

Both of the groups put themselves
under excessive stress. For both of
them, life runs too quickly, because
they do not find sufficient time to
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spend with their families, to relax,
to go out, etc etc.

We must not forget that stress in
every form, is one main cause for
most of the terrible illnesses of
present times. So what we must try
to do is to overcome the stress. We
must try to reduce stress from our
daily lives.

The only way to reduce stress from
our lives, is to slow down our lives.
We must first sort out the useless
activities that we are involved in.
Once done, we would be in a
position to re-direct the same
energies and times to be more
productive in our lives. By being
more productive, we would earn
more. But there must be a point,
where we must be able to say to
ourselves - enough. We must not
run after what is beyond our reach.
We must work hard to achieve our
goals, but the goals must be
realistic and achievable, otherwise
we will end up with nothing except
psychological and physical
sickness on our hands.

We must realise that life has not
become fast, we want to do more in
a short period of time. This can
only be done, by using our
energies. Otherwise we will keep
on complaining, without getting
anything for ourselves.

Is the present day lifestyle too busy?
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New AnadoluJet service from North Cyprus
Minister of Tourism and
Environment Fikri Ataoğlu said
that following negotiations to
increase the number of flights in
the country, President of Turkey,
Recep Tayyip Erdogan, has
ordered the permanent deployment
of an aircraft of AnadoluJet to
Cyprus.

AnadoluJet, which is connected to
Turkish Airlines, will start its day
in TRNC with a new aircraft.
Ataoğlu said in a television
program that he participated in the
meeting, and THY-AnadoluJet will
start new flights in the coming
days.

Ataoğlu emphasized that they had
made many attempts to increase the
number of flights against the
economic crisis and exorbitant
prices of tickets. Studies to
increase the number of flights of
THY resulted in an increase from
six to seven. Now there is an
eighth addition, he said.

Tourism season of movement of
passengers exceeded the record
which is reflected in the increase of
the work which has been carried
out for Turkey and abroad.
Tourism and promotions that have
been made under the Ministry of
Tourism and Environment name
and Turkish Airlines increased the
number of tourists coming to the
TRNC following participation in
the International Fair.

Ataoglu said that in general the
hotel occupancy rate was 70%. In
fact, looking at 5 star and luxury
hotels, it can be seen that the
occupancy rate is between 90% and
100%. 5-star hotels are expected to
be 100% full for the winter season,
based on the number of beds.

Ataoğlu stated that they have
worked with the agencies to
increase the occupancy rates in the
village hostels and other hotels
and said in the coming period, we
will be sending many tourists to
such places. When we achieve
this, occupancy rates across the
TRNC will reach 90%.

Most tourists come from England
and Germany and Ataoglu said
that the number of tourists from
other countries is insufficient.

There is a need to bring more
tourists to the country and we are
constantly searching how to attract
more tourists to the island. When
we look at the number of beds that
are available in our newly opened
hotels, we need to look for new
solutions to close this gap.

In January, Turkish Airlines will
work together with our agencies
and stakeholders to bring tourists
from different countries, said
Ataoğlu.

We will have bilateral talks with
agencies in Scandinavian
countries. We are trying to bring
tourists from Scandinavian
countries especially as our season
and climate are attractive, because
even with the coldest winter day, it
feels like summer.

Our work is not limited to this.
Taking into account the number of
tourists coming to our country
with the flights and the charter
flights of the agencies, we are
coming together with our
stakeholders and making extensive
studies.

Ataoglu said that they wanted to
bring in large-body aircraft to ease

passenger flow but the existing
runway is not suitable for large
body aircraft and we could not take
this risk. He also said that the new
airport will be completed by the
end of 2019 and at this time the
runway will be suitable for large-
body aircraft which will be able to
come to the new airport and will
also be reflected in ticket prices.

Speaking about boutique hotels
opened in Nicosia and Alsancak
recently with the participation of
the public, Ataoğlu said “We are
especially focused on our work in
the city walls. As a Ministry, we
give credit to this place. When we
look at all the restored buildings
they are all full and everyone is
happy.”

Ataoglu also explained about the
employment of a local labour force
and said:

We opened OTEM which had been
closed for many years in order to
increase domestic employment in
tourism. These young people will
have a guarantee after completing
their studies at OTEM. In OTEM,
we are trying to eliminate the
deficit which we have with
qualified personnel.

There are around 19% of the young
unemployed in our country. We
continue our efforts to adapt these
citizens to tourism.

If a salary of 3,000TL is given to a
person who is a citizen of TRNC,
we will pay 1000TL for the high
school graduate and 1500TL for the
university graduate. In other words,
while receiving 3,000TL, this can
be increased to a salary of 4,000TL
with our contributions. This will
encourage young people to
participate in the tourism sector.

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Özersay: “Status quo harms the Turkish Cypriot side”
Deputy Prime Minister and
Minister of Foreign Affairs Kudret
Özersay said that the status quo
continuing in Cyprus harms the
Turkish Cypriot side.

In his statement to the Anadolu
Agency, Özersay said that
following the Cyprus Conference
which failed in Crans-Montana,
Switzerland, in July 2017, the UN
Secretary General Antonio
Guterres has taken a step that gives
an opportunity to the sides to think
again.

Adding that the negotiations
continuing for 50 years with failure
should be questioned, Özersay said
that Turkey and the TRNC made a
sincere evaluation, and we, as the
Turkish Cypriot side, do not want
the status quo to continue.

Expressing that integration with
the world is prevented due to the
status quo, Özersay said that
primarily, we prefer lifting of the
status quo through a
comprehensive solution, and if the
Greek Cypriot side impose
obstacles for a comprehensive
solution, we want to prevent the
continuation of the status quo in
different ways.

“As long as the status quo
continues, it harms the Turkish
Cypriot side” Özersay stressed.

Furthermore, Özersay said “the
Greek Cypriot side’s call for the
negotiation process to resume
where it left off is actually a
continuation of the status quo”.

Touching upon the report which is
being prepared by the UN
Secretary-General's special
temporary envoy Jane Holl Lute

this month, Özersay said that it
would be wrong to think that the
report to be presented to the UN
will evaluate the 50-year-old
ethnic problem and come to a
point where it will lead to the
solution of the Cyprus problem.

Emphasizing that the Turkish
Cypriot side, with Turkey, had
always put forward their good
intentions in order to find a
comprehensive solution so that
they can be integrated into the
world, Özersay said: "The Turkish
Cypriot side does not want to
enter into a new negotiation
process that will not reach an
outcome.

It is time to stop and question
what is going on.”

Indicating that there is a wind of
cold war between 5 permanent
members of the UN Security
Council, Özersay said that it is not
realistic to start a new negotiation
process in such circumstances.

Özersay also added that if the
process which had been tried for
50 years did not work, they should
sit and negotiate sincerely with all
relevant parties and the Greek
Cypriot side and discuss what else
can be tried?

“In the meantime, we should try to
develop a concrete relationship
and make an effort to create trust
between the two sides on every
issue, especially on the economic
issue” said Özersay.

Touching upon the UN military
camp that is located in the
Gazimağusa area, Özersay said
that as the area has developed, the
camp has remained within the city

where hundreds of people are now
residing and that the location of the
camp had become a problem.

Özersay pointed out that they had
met with the UN officials and said:
“There are helicopters which land
and take off at that camp and there
is continuous movement of
military trucks. The camp is
currently in an urban area. This
needs to change.

We as the TRNC Foreign Ministry
informed the UN about this and are
waiting for a positive reply in view
of the fact that the circumstances in
the area have changed.

Özersay also pointed out that the
site could be transformed into a
green area or a city park and this is
not an issue related to the mission
of the UN Peace Forces and it is a
general issue of the needs of the
country and the people.

Pointing out that it is ‘unlawful' to
open tenders to foreign companies
for natural gas exploration
activities at the 7th parcel within
the so called Exclusive Economic
Zone by the Greek Cypriot side,
Özersay said that this is an
initiative to usurp the rights of the
Turkish Cypriot people.

Özersay continued: “If other
companies step into the 7th parcel
we, as the TRNC and the Republic
of Turkey, will not allow this to
happen.

We will also conduct exploration
activities in all areas where Turkish
Cypriots have rights.

The Turkish Cypriot side will also
start to do its own exploration
activities with Turkish Petroleum
Corporation which is authorised for
this.
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President Mustafa Akıncı stated
that he wishes to meet with Greek
Cypriot Leader Nikos Anastasiades
after 15 October when the Cyprus
report will be submitted to the UN
General Council.

Akıncı received the leaders of the
TRNC coalition government
yesterday (9th October).

In his statement to the press
following the meeting, Akıncı said
that he also met with the UN
Secretary General’s Special
Representative to Cyprus,
Elizabeth Spehar, and they
discussed the opening of Derinya
and Aplıç gates as soon as
possible.

Furthermore, in his statement to
the press, Prime Minister Tufan
Erhürman said that in recent days,
the Greek Cypriot side stresses a
‘loose’ or decentralised federation,
which has been a long-standing
belief held by Anastasiades but
today, a strong wing federation
model has been on the agenda.

Expressing that the reason of
moving away from a strong
centralized federation is the issue
of political equality, Erhürman
said that the Greek Cypriot side
has created an expression of a new
model due to not being able to
explain the issue of political
equality to their people.

Uluçay met with Mandviwalla
TRNC Speaker of the Assembly
Teberrüken Uluçay met with
Pakistan Senate delegation
Chairman Saleem Mandviwalla.

Uluçay thanked Mandviwalla for
the support to the Turkish Cypriot
people at international platforms.

Recalling the decision taken in the
period after 2004 by the Islamic
Conference Organization and the
current Islamic Cooperation
Organization, providing for
supporting the Turkish Cypriot
people, Uluçay asked for his
interlocutor's support the issue of
putting this decision into force at
international platforms.

During the meeting, Uluçay
brought onto the agenda issues
such as the increase in the number
of Pakistani students in the TRNC
and the cooperation with Pakistan
in the field of trade.

Uluçay also raised the issue of
launching sports and cultural
activities between the two
countries and Mandviwalla for his
part expressed that they will
continue to be the voice of the
Turkish Cypriot people both in the
Islamic Cooperation Organization
and other international meetings
and added that they could launch
efforts on the issue of joint trade
activities.

The Speaker of the TRNC
Assembly Teberrüken Uluçay
stated that a result-oriented, time-
tabled, short and intensive new
negotiation process can end the
Cyprus problem.

In his speech at the ongoing 3rd
Meeting of the Speakers of Eurasian
Countries’ Parliaments in Antalya,
Uluçay emphasized that the Turkish
Cypriot side maintained the will of
the solution with determination and

continued to work with this hope
and determination. Reminding that
despite the efforts of the Turkish
Cypriot side, no agreement was
reached at the five-party
conference last year in Crans-
Montana, Uluçay said that the
reconciliation policy shown by the
Turkish Cypriot side on the most
sensitive issues such as land
adjustment, guarantee and security
issues have been left unanswered.

“It is seen that the Greek Cypriot
side has not been able to

demonstrate seriousness and is
also devoid of the required
political will in respect of
concluding decades of negotiations
to bring our island to peace and
tranquillity. It is the responsibility
of all of the international
community to explain to the Greek
Cypriot side that the comfort zone
provided by the status quo is not
sustainable and that the policy of
conflict that they insist on
exhibiting has risk not only for the
island but also for our region”
Uluçay said.

Uluçay: “We maintain the will of the solution”
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TRNC Speaker of the Assembly
Teberrüken Uluçay travelled to
Antalya to attend the 3rd Meeting
of Speakers of Eurasian Countries’
Parliaments to be held in the
province of Antalya, in Turkey, on

8-11 October 2018.

The main agenda of the meeting of
Speakers of Eurasian Countries’
Parliaments will be ‘ensuring
security and stability in Eurasia.’

He was
a most honorable man.

In your childhood years
your parents and teachers tell you
how to use the garden tools
properly; you learn to plant the
necessary to sustain yourself and
later your family, trees and
vegetables to give you shade,
vitamins and protection, a place to
feel at home.

The garden teaches you to respect
nature and also to admire the
wonderful structure and blossoms
of ‘weeds’; it teaches you to
accept and withstand storms and
hail, rain and blazing sunshine and
not to blame others for the
damage. Finally you will seek a
good balance in your garden,
among the plants, your family and
the friends who are always
welcome in it.

And when one day you close the
last gate behind you, you will
know that you have left your
garden in good order for the next
generation to benefit from.

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TRNC at the 3rd Turkish World Documentary Film Festival

Near East University represented
the TRNC at the 3rd Turkish
World Documentary Film gala
night, organised recently by the
Turkish World Journalists
Federation with the support of 11
universities and the General
Directorate of Cinema of the
Turkish Ministry of Culture and
Tourism.

Turkish World Documentary Film
Festival is an annual event that
brings Turkish documentary
filmmakers together to exchange
ideas and promote Turkish culture
through their documentaries. This
year, the 3rd Turkish World
Documentary Film Festival takes
place in 8 countries and 8 cities
between the 2nd of October and
10th of November 2018.

The gala night commenced with
the screening of the documentary
film ‘Türk Ana’ (Turkish Mother),
a joint project of filmmakers from
8 countries describing Turkish
mothers through their point of
view.

Türk Ana (Turkish Mother), which
was designed within the
framework of the 3rd Turkish
World Documentary Film Festival,
was created by combining mother-
themed scenes shot in eight Turkic
countries. The documentary
features scenes describing Turkish
mothers from eight different
countries with the point of view of
eight different filmmakers.

The scenes regarding Turkish
Cypriot mother were shot under
the consultancy of Associate
Professor Fevzi Kasap, the Head of
NEU Department of Radio Cinema
and TV.

The 3rd Turkish World

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Can there be a rescue plan for Hope 4 Pets?
We were devastated to learn that
Hope 4 Pets were at the stage of
having to terminate their charity
status due to lack of funding and
volunteers. They have been doing
such a wonderful job of helping the
abandoned and unwanted animals
of North Cyprus and this help is so
desperately needed, together with
the other organisations and groups
who also do so much, there can
never be enough groups to cope
with the growing number of street
dogs and cats, injured animals, re-
homing etc.

Following is the statement issued
by Hope 4 Pets in which they have
said they are doing all they can to
be able to continue, but they need
HELP.

*************

“The trustees of the H4P U.K.
Charity met with some
forthcoming people to discuss the
future of H4P, to see if a rescue
plan could be put together to
enable H4P to continue to help the
animals of the TRNC.

Various ideas were discussed, but
the most important was more
funding, and volunteers. Whilst
events are a good way of funding,
H4P need a regular income to pay
our vet bills, these bills are

increasing by up to 40% because of
the exchange rate of the TL.

Feedback from our members has
shown that most did not realise that
the charity was so small, and that it
relies totally on donations. We
appealed 6 months ago to all
members of the Facebook group to
help a little by setting up a monthly
standing order for just £1.00 or
now 10tl only 34 people out of
nearly 6000 did this! If only half of
the 6000 had done so before we
would have had the funds to carry
on.

So, now is the time to help us. We
have agreed to appeal again for
members to set up a Standing order
or Direct Debit for as little or as
much as you can spare, or become
a paid member of Hope 4 Pets,
they can contact admin or go to the
stall at the Catalkoy Lemar
Wednesday market, from the Food
Lodge in Catalkoy or from the
Saturday stall at Lambousa in
Lapta, this is currently just 50TL
per year.

We are also asking members to
register interest in continued
volunteering for us. Predominantly
to be on hand to collect animals in
need in all areas and vet runs, to
run the raffle at the band gigs and

to take over the tasks of the
Kaymakamlik procedures for these
gigs, for individuals to head
fundraising events and for giving a
few hours helping with the weekly
stall.

We have agreed to wait until 31st
October to make a final decision, it
is now up to the 6000 members to
save Hope 4 Pets.”

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Exhibition of drawings by Christina Hessenberg

I feel personally committed to say
some words about the exhibition of
drawings by Christina Hessenberg.
I have known Christina for many
years and have watched her
working.

In 2008 I did an interview with her
for my art book ‘Art and Creativity
in North Cyprus, Volume I’. We
have been working together in our
‘Thursday Art Group’ for many
years, doing life drawing. I regard
her as a very important artist in
Cyprus landscapes, Cyprus plants
and trees, apart from what we were
doing together, the human figure.

In 2011, the 14 members of our art
group did an exhibition of
drawings and paintings together in
Kyrenia for which she wrote a
short text about her philosophy of
working:

But please read my interview with
her shown as follows :

“From the time I first started
drawing, the human figure has
always been an important subject.
My art education was initially quite
traditional and there was a lot of
emphasis on drawing from life.

Later when I studied painting I
became, like many other students,
influenced by the abstract
expressionist movements of the
American School. Our tutors were
young and progressive. I worked
on large canvasses in acrylic paint.
I moved away from traditional,
representational work.

But never completely. While I was
a member of the Barbican Art
Studios there were a number of us
who wished to continue life
drawing. Our group was a mixture
of artists and craftsmen - sculptors,
painters, ceramists; there were
those who specialized in stained
glass, textiles, copperplate
engraving, wood engraving. For
all of us life drawing was an
important discipline.

Living in North Cyprus I returned
to more traditional,
representational work using mainly
soft pastel and charcoal.
Landscape was a new subject for
me. And still life too. I was
inspired by the light and colours of
the Mediterranean, and the patterns
and shadows cast by sunlight in a
garden full of pots and cacti
became another subject. The
incredible forms of old olive trees
are compelling to draw. For me
studying the twisted and gnarled
trunks inspires almost the same
excitement as studying the human
form.

Drawing from life is a priority for
me. It is a fundamental activity.
By continuing this discipline I
hope to include more passion and
more drama in all my future work”

I don’t think I have to add much
more. You have to see the work for
yourself.

Thank you to our Mayors, Mustafa
Aktuğ and Firat Ataser for
supporting and providing us with
everything we needed. With your
cooperation we can achieve a lot.

We had a lot of messages from all
over Northern Cyprus, that people
there also want to clean up, but
they don't know how to do it, and
where to find other people.

Silah sahibi olan sivillerin sayısı: 265 milyon
Bu rakam uzun süredir tartışmaya açık bir konu. Bir iddiaya göre Amerika’da 
nüfustan çok silah var. Fakat Harvard Üniversitesi araştırmacılarının 2017’deki 
çalışmasına göre 2015 yılında ülkede 265 milyon sivilin silahı vardı. O dönemde 
nüfus, 321 milyondu. 1990’lardaki silah sayısıysa 195 milyondu.

FBI’ın silah satışları için geçmiş kontrolları: 17,2 milyon
Federal yasalar, lisanslı silah satıcılarının sattıkları her silahta müşterilerin geçmiş 
kontrolu yapmasını gerekli kılıyor. FBI’ın Ulusal Suçlu Geçmiş Kontrol Sistemi bu 
kontrolları yerine getiriyor ve Amerika’daki silah satışları için genelde baramotre 
olarak kullanılıyor. Geçen yıl azalma olsa da son 16 yılda bu kontrollarda artış 
dikkat çekiyor.

Federal yasa ve birçok eyalet, silah şovlarındaki satışlarda geçmiş taramasını 
gerekli görmüyor. Bu yasal boşluk birçok Amerikalı’nın geçmiş taraması olmadan 
silah alabilmesine olanak sağlıyor. Bunun etkisinin ne kadar olduğu tam olarak 
bilinmiyor fakat 2017’deki bir araştırma silah sahiplerinin yüzde 22’sinin silahl-
arını geçmiş taraması olmadan aldığını ortaya koydu.

2017’de silahlı kitle saldırılarının sayısı: 346
Saldırıların sayısı kaynaktan kaynağa değişiyor. Silahlı Şiddeti Arşivi, 4 ve daha 
fazla ölü olduğu zaman toplu vurma olayını kitle saldırısı olarak kabul ediyor. Bu 
internet sitesi 2017’de 346 bu tür olay tespit etti. FBI’ya göreyse toplu saldırı olayı 
sayılması için en az 3 ve daha fazla kişinin ölmesi gerekiyor. FBI, 2016 ve 2017’de 
bu tür 20 olay tespit etti.

Silah şiddeti yüzünden ölen Amerikalı sayısı: 35,141
Bu rakam, 5 yılın ortalaması ve Hastalık Kontrol Merkezleri tarafından takip 
ediliyor. Bu rakam içinde 12,246 cinayet ve 21, 637 intihar var. Silahlı Şiddet Arşivi 
2017 ve 2018’de toplu silahlı saldırılarda 698 kişinin hayatını kaybettiğini, 2881 
kişinin de yaralandığını bildiriyor.

Parkland’dan sonra kabul edilen silah yasası sayısı: 55
Florida Parkland’daki silahlı kitle saldırısından sonraki 5 ay içinde 26 eyalette, ki 
15’inde Cumhuriyetçi valiler yönetimde, toplam 55 silah kontrolu yasası kabul 
edildi. Bu veri Giffords Silahlı Şiddeti Önleme Hukuk Merkezi’nden. Bu yasalar 
arasında 9 eyalet aile içi şiddete karışanların silah satın almasını engellemeyi de 
kabul etti ve 6 eyalet de geçmiş kontrolları genişletti.

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Nobel Barış 
Ödülü'nü 
kazanan Murad 
ve Mukwege 
kimdir? (BBC)

2018 Nobel Barış Ödülü, tecavüzün 
savaşlarda bir silah olarak kullanılmasını 
engellemek amacıyla yürüttükleri çalışmalardan 
dolayı Kongolu jinekolog doktor Denis Mukwege 
ve Ezidi insan hakları savunucusu Birleşmiş Mil-
letler (BM) İyi Niyet Elçisi Nadia Murad'a verildi.

25 yaşındaki Kürt insan hakları savunucusu Nadia Murad, 
Irak Şam İslam Devleti (IŞİD) tarafından kaçırılan ve esir 
kaldığı süre boyunca cinsel ve fiziksel şiddete maruz kalmış 
binlerce Ezidi kadından biriydi.

Nadia Murad, örgütün elinden kurtulduktan sonra Ezidi 
katliamının tanınması için mücadele vermeye başlamıştı. 
Sincar yakınlarındaki Kocho köyündeki evinden alınmış, 
Musul'a götürülmüş ve burada işkence ve tecavüze uğramıştı. 
Daha sonra kaçmayı başarmış ama Sincar saldırısı sırasında 
annesini ve 6 erkek kardeşini kaybetmişti.
O dönem BBC’ye konuşan Murad, IŞİD’den kaçmasına ise 
örgütle bağlantısı olmayan Müslüman bir ailenin yardımcı 
olduğunu anlatmıştı:
“Çoğu insan yalnızca bir kere ölür ama biz saat başı ölüyor-
duk. Kalplerimiz sürekli korkuyla doluydu ve ne zaman bize 
geleceklerini hiçbir zaman bilmiyorduk.

“IŞİD tarafından kaçırılmadan önce kendimi öldürmeyi hiç 
düşünmemiştim. Herkesin Allah’ın onlara verdikleri hayatı 
kabul etmesi gerektiğine inanıyorum. Dayanmamız gerek-
tiğine inanıyorum ama birçok kız intihar etti.”

Murad, 2016 yılında kendisi gibi IŞİD’in elinden kurtulan 
insan hakları savunucusu Lamiya Başar ile birlikte Avrupa 
Parlamentosu (AP) Sakharov Düşünce Özgürlüğü Ödülü’nü 
kazanmış, aynı yıl BM İyi Niyet Elçisi seçilmişti.

Murad 2016’da Avrupa Konseyi Vaclav Havel İnsan Hakları 
ödülüne de layık görüldü. Murad, Strasbourg’daki ödül alırk-
en yaptığı konuşmada IŞİD’in Ezidilere saldırılarını ‘soykırım 
girişimi’ olarak niteledi. Ayrıca “Dünya tepkisiz kalıyor” 
diyerek IŞİD militanlarının uluslararası suç mahkemelerinde 
yargılanması için çağrıda bulundu. Bu yıl Hollanda’nın Lahey 
kentinde düzenlenen ve BM yetkililerinin de katıldığı bir kon-
feransta uluslararası bir “IŞİD mahkemesi” kurulması fikri ilk 
kez kapsamlı bir şekilde tartışılmıştı.

Murad IŞİD’in elindeyken yaşadıklarını 2017’de kitaplaştırdı. 
‘Son Kız: Bir Anı’ adlı kitapta savaşın ve IŞİD’in bölgeyi nasıl 
etkilediği detaylı olarak anlatılıyor.
BBC’den Nafiseh Kohnavard, Murad ile ilk konuşan gazetecil-
erden biriydi. Ödül açıklaması sonrası Twitter hesabında bu 
paylaşımı yaptı:

“Nadia’yı Musul’dan kaçmayı başardıktan bir gün sonra 
tanıdım. Ona, yüzünü göstermeden röportaj yapmayı öner-
dim ama o bunu reddetti ve ‘Hayır, tüm dünya başımıza neler 
geldiğini görsün’ dedi. Bugün o Nobel Barış Ödülü sahibi.”

1955 yılında doğan ve dokuz kardeşin üçüncüsü olan Mukwege, hastalara yardım eden bir din 
adamı olan babasından ilham alarak tıp eğitimi almaya karar verdi.

1999 yılında Demokratik Kongo Cumhuriyeti'nde savaş çıkmasının ardından doğduğu yerde, 
ülkenin doğusunda bulunan Bukavu kentindeki Panzi Hastanesini kurdu.
Kadın doğum ve jinekoloji alanlarında uzmanlaşan Mukwege, bu hastanede savaş sırasında 
toplu tecavüze uğrayan on binlerce kadını tedavi etti. Mukwege, tecavüz yaralarının tedavisi 
konusunda dünyanın önde gelen doktorlarından biri olarak gösteriliyor. Her ne kadar alanında 
uzman olsa da onun da tedavi edemeyeceği kadar kötü bir şekilde yaralanmış çok sayıda Kon-
golu da gördü.

Ordunun toplu tecavüzü bir “savaş silahı” olarak kullanmasını eleştiren ve hükümeti yeterli 
önlem almamakla suçlayan, Mukwege 2012 yılında evinde suikast girişimine uğradı.

Kendisi evde yokken eve gelerek eşini ve çocuğunu rehin alan saldırganlar, Mukwege’nin arabası 
eve yanaştıktan sonra arabanın yanına giderek onu zorla arabadan çıkarttı. Silahı Mukwege’ye 
doğrultan saldırganlar, o sırada onlara seslenen Mukwege’nin yakın arkadaşı olan korumasına 
ateş açarak onu öldürdü. Bu sırada çıkan kargaşada arabanın arkasına saklanan Mukwege vurul-
maktan kurtuldu ve araca binen saldırganlar olay yerinden kaçtı.

Bu olayın ardından ülkeyi terk eden Mukwege’nin yokluğu, çalıştığı hastanede yoğun bir şekilde 
hissedildi. Bir yıl sonra hastalarının ananas ve soğan satarak biriktirdiği parayla aldıkları dönüş 
bileti ile ülkeye geri döndü.

‘’Mucize Doktor’’ olarak bilinen Mukwege, kısa bir süre önce düzenlenen bir ödül töreninde 
yaptığı açıklamada, “Tüm kurbanlar çok vahşi şekilde tecavüze uğramış halde geliyor. Hastan-
eye ulaşabilecek kadar hayatta kalabilenler de olağanüstü fiziksel ve psikolojik yıkım olduğu 
görülüyor. Gelenlerin büyük bir bölümünün genital bölgelerinde kurşun ya da sivri cisimler-
le yaralanmalar mevcut oluyor. Bu, bu bölgenin tarihinde görülmemiş düzeyde bir vahşilik” 
demişti.
Mukwege bugüne kadar aralarında BM İnsan Hakları Ödülü, Olof Palme Ödülü ve Fransa Şeref 
Nişanı’nın da bulunduğu onlarca ödül kazandı. Nobel Barış Ödülü’ne ise daha önce de aday 
gösterilmişti.

2015 yılında Mukwege’nin hayatını anlatan bir film ise Kongo’da yasaklanmıştı. Ülkenin iletişim 
bakanı belgeselin Kongo’ya “haksız bir şekilde saldırdığını” öne sürerken filmin yapımcısı 
Thierry Michel ise hükümetin bu konunun kamuoyunda tartışılmasını engellemek istediğini 
söylemişti.

Mukwege’nin arkadaşı ve kadınlara karşı şiddete karşı kurulan V-Day hareketinin kurucusu Eve 
Ensler, The Guardian’a yazdığı makalede Kongolu doktoru şöyle anlatıyordu:

“Onunla ilk tanıştığımda gözlerinde tanık olduğu onca acının ifadesi vardı.

“Uluslararası şirketlerin Kongo’nun maden kaynaklarını sömürmek için kullandığı militan-
lar ülkeyi yakıp yıkarken kadınlara da toplu tecavüz ediyordu ve o yıllarca kadınların yırtılan 
vajinalarını dikti.

“Kadınlara sadece hastanede yardım etmiyor, aynı zamanda BM ve Avrupa Parlamentosu’nda 
yaptığı konuşmalarla duruma dikkat çekiyordu.

“Bugüne kadar hayatını kadına karşı şiddeti bitirmeye böylesine adamış başka bir kişi 
görmemiştim.”
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Meriç Nehri'ni geçen 
sığınmacıların sayısı iki 
katına çıktı
Türkiye ile Avrupa Birliği (AB) arasındaki 2016 tarihli mülteci anlaşması son-
rası Ege Denizi'ndeki kontrollerin artmasıyla birlikte bu yıl Meriç Nehri üzerin-
den geçişler bir önceki yılın iki katına ulaştı.
Yunanistan Göç Bakanı Dimitris Vitsas, Atina’da parlamentoya yaptığı açıklam-
ada 2017 yılında Meriç Nehri üzerinden ülkeye giriş yapanların sayısının 5 
bin 500 olduğunu, bu sayının 2018’in ilk dokuz ayında ise 12 bine yükseldiğini 
kaydetti.

Ege Denizi’nde de artış kaydedildi

Birleşmiş Milletler Mülteciler Yüksek Komiserliği’nin (UNHCR) yıl başından 
Eylül ayı sonuna kadarki dönemi kapsayan istatistiklerine göre Türkiye üzerin-
den Ege Denizi’ni geçerek Yunanistan’a ulaşan sığınmacı sayısında geçen yılın 
aynı dönemine göre yüzde 17’lik bir artış gözlendi. Buna göre 2018 yılının ilk 
dokuz ayında toplam 23 bin 419 kişi Türkiye üzerinden Ege Denizi’ni kulla-
narak Yunanistan’a geçti. 2017 yılında ise toplam sayı 29 bin 818 olarak kayda 
geçmişti. Bu kişilerin büyük bir çoğunluğu Türkiye’den Yunan Adaları’na geçi-
yor.

BM verilerine göre bu yılın ilk dokuz ayında Türkiye’den Ege Denizi yoluyla 
Yunanistan’a geçen sığınmacıların yüzde 30’u Suriye, yüzde 23’ü Afganistan, 
yüzde 20’si ise Irak vatandaşı.

Ancak 2016’dan bu yana yürürlükte olan mülteci anlaşması öncesi dönem 
değerlendirildiğinde, Ege Denizi’ni geçiş sayılarındaki dramatik düşüş halen 
geçerli. Yunanistan’a gidişin en yüksek oluğu 2015 yılında 856 bin 723 sığınmacı 
denizi aşarken, anlaşmanın uygulanmaya başlandığı 2016’da ise 173 bin 450 kişi 
Türkiye’den çıkış yaparak Yunan adalarına erişmişti.

Vitsas: Anakaraya daha çok sığınmacı getireceğiz

Yunanistan Göç Bakanı, parlamentoya yaptığı konuşmada ek olarak adalarda 
bekleyen sığınmacıların orta ve kuzey Yunanistan’daki kamplara götürülme 
işleminin devam ettiğini ve daha fazla kişiyi bu kamplara yerleştirmeyi plan-
ladıklarını belirtti.

Yunan Sahil Güvenliği’nin verdiği bilgiye göre son 10 günde 2 bin sığınmacı söz 
konusu kamplara taşınırken, adalarda halen 19 bin kişi anakaradaki kamplara 
yerleştirilmeyi bekliyor. Yunan hükümeti adalarda bekleyen sığınmacı sayısını 
10 bine indirmeyi hedefliyor. (DW)

Kanadalı bir cerrah, doğuştan 
gelen bir beyin rahatsızlığı bulunan 8 
yaşındaki hastasını ameliyata almadan 
önce, çocuğun isteği üzerine oyuncak 
ayısını ameliyat etti.

Dr Daniel McNeely, doğumundan bu yana teda-
visiyle ilgilendiği Jackson McKie'yi ameliyathaneye 
götürürken, hidrosefali (beyinde su toplanması) 
hastası olan çocuk doktordan "Küçük Bebek" adlı 
oyuncak ayısını da iyileştirmesini istedi.

Dr McNeely, çocuğun isteği üzerine oyuncak ayıyı 
ameliyat masasına yatırdı.

Doktor, hastasıyla arasında geçen anekdodu ve 
"ameliyat"ın fotoğraflarını Twitter'dan paylaştı. 
"Nasıl hayır diyebilirdim?" notuyla 30 Eylül'de 
paylaşılan fotoğraflar, yaklaşık 11 bin kez retweet 
edildi.
Oyuncak ayının koltuk altında ufak bir yırtık tespit 
eden doktor, ayıya operasyon sırasında oksijen 
maskesi de taktı.
Hastaneden yapılan açıklamada Jackson ve “Küçük 
Bebek”in ameliyatlarının başarılı geçtiği, yanyana 
yatan hastaların durumlarının iyiye gittiği belirtildi.

Jackson’ın ailesi, doktora ve görev yaptığı Nova 
Scotia eyaletindeki Halifax IWK Sağlık Merkezi’ne, 
oğullarını operasyon öncesi rahatlatmak için har-
cadıkları çabadan dolayı teşekkür etti.

Jackson’ın babası Rick McKie “Jackson ‘Küçük Be-
bek’inin hastanede yanında yatmasından çok mutlu 
ve gururluydu” dedi.

Çin'in Çongçing ve Belçika'nın Anvers kentlerinin 
ardından Litvanya'nın başkenti Vilnius’ta da akıllı 
telefon düşkünü, dikkatsiz yayalar için özel bir yol 
açıldı.
Vilnius'taki bu 300 metre uzunluğundaki yol, 
yürürken akıllı telefonunun ekranından gözünü 
ayırmayan yayaların başkalarını tehlikeye at-
masının önüne geçmeyi amaçlıyor. Yola çizilen 
özel çizgiler, yayaların mobil telefona odaklanmış 
durumdayken bile gidecekleri yönü görmelerine 
olanak sağlıyor.
"Vilnius gerçek bir teknoloji kenti" diyen Vilnius 
Belediye Başkanı Remigijus Simasius, proje ile 
yaklaşık 550 bin nüfuslu kentte yazılım ve bilişim 
endüstrilerine dikkat çekmeyi planlıyor. Simasi-
us bu sayede bu sektörlerin çalışanlar ile kalifiye 
çalışanları kente çekmeyi amaçladıklarını kaydetti.
Litvanya’da Ekim ayı başında yayaların karşıdan 
karşıya geçerken telefon kullanmaları yasaklan-
mıştı.
Avrupa Otomobil Kulübü'nün (ACE) verilerine 
göre, akıllı telefon kullanımı Almanya'da alkollü 
araç kullanımı ve aşırı hızın ardından en çok 
kazaya neden olan davranışlar listesinde üçüncü 
sırada geliyor.
ACE geçen yıl akıllı telefon kullanımının yayaların 
dikkatinin dağılmasında çok önemli bir etken old-
uğu konusunda uyarmıştı. ACE akıllı telefonlarına 
odaklanan yayaların otomobilleri, hatta tramvayları 
görmediklerini ve kırmızı ışık yandığını da fark 
etmediklerini vurgulamıştı.

Güneş sistemi dışındaki ilk 
uydu keşfedildi mi? (DW)

Gökbilimciler 8 bin ışık yılı uzaklıktaki bir gezegenin uydusu olabileceğine 
dair güçlü bulgulara eriştiler. Tahminler doğru çıktığı takdirde güneş sistemi 
dışındaki ilk uydu keşfedilmiş olacak. Columbia Üniversitesi'nden David Kip-
ping ve Alex Teachey adlı araştırmacıların ölçümleri Science Advances der-
gisinde yayımlandı.

Bilim insanlarının ölçümlerine göre, güneş sistemi dışındaki uydunun kütle-
si, çevresinde döndüğü gezegenin yüzde 1,5'una tekabül ediyor. Ay kütlesi ile 
yerküre arasındaki kütle ilişkisi de neredeyse aynı oranı buluyor.

Güneş sistemi dışındaki gezegen, Güneş sisteminin en büyük gezegeni Jüpi-
ter'den büyük olduğundan uydu kütlesinin Neptün'ün büyüklüğüne eşit old-
uğu ve Neptün gibi gazlardan oluştuğu tahmin ediliyor. Dev boyutlardaki "gaz 
gezegen" güneş sisteminde keşfedilen 200 dolayındaki gezegenden farklılık 
gösteriyor.
Sadece Kepler – 1625b gezegeninin uyduya sahip olduğu ve bu gezegenin güneş 
büyüklüğünde ama güneşten yaşlı olan Kepler – 1625 yıldızının çevresinde 
döndüğü tahmin edilmekteydi. Kepler – 1625’in ışığındaki gölge ve kararmaları 
inceleyen araştırmacılar buna Kepler – 1625b gezegeni gibi uydudan kaynakla-
nan ışık dalgalanmalarının da yol açabileceği görüşündeler.

Hubble teleskopuyla elde edilen bilgilerin gezegen ile ilgili verileri doğrulaması 
durumunda gezegenler sisteminin gelişimini anlatan önemli bulgulara ulaşıla-
bileceğini belirten Kipping, “böyle bir durumda gezegen uydularının oluşumuy-
la teorileri revize etmek gerekebileceğini” söyledi.
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Toyota 
2 milyondan 
fazla hibrit 
aracı geri çağırdı
(DW)
Japonya'nın en büyük otomobil imalatçısı Toyo-
ta melez motorlu 2 milyon 430 bin aracı servise 
çağırdı. Şirketin açıklamasında, hibrit sistemin el-
ektronik aksamındaki problem nedeniyle motorun 
aniden stop edebileceği belirtildi.

Problemin 2008 Ekimi ile 2014 yılının Kasım ayları 
arasında imal edilen Prius ve Auris modellerinde 
ortaya çıktığı açıklandı. Geri çağrılan hibrit model-
lerinin yarısı Japonya'da trafiğe çıkmıştı.

Motorun kontrol sistemindeki yazılım hatasının 
motoru kilitleme ihtimali bulunan Toyota mod-
ellerinden 32 bin adedi Almanya'da, 290 bini ise 
Avrupa genelinde satılmıştı.

Eylül ayı başlarında da bir milyon dolayında Toy-
ota Prius yangın çıkma tehlikesi nedeniyle servise 
çağrılmıştı. Dünyanın ilk hibrit motorlu modeli 
olan Prius en tutulan yakıt tasarruf potansiyeli yük-
sek otomobil unvanını almıştı.

Ahmet Ağaoğlu
Cumhuriyet döneminin ilk "güdümlü muhalefet" deneylerinden biri 
olan Serbest Cumhuriyet Fırkası üzerine yazılmış eserlerin azlığı, 
yeni yetişen kuşakların, yakın tarihin bu "yapay" demokrasi girişi-
minin ilginç serüveni hakkında yeterli bilgi edinmesini engelleme-
ktedir. Serbest Cumhuriyet Fırkası'nın başkanı Ali Fethi Okyar'ın 
Serbest Cumhuriyet Fırkası Nasıl Doğdu? Nasıl Feshedildi? adlı 
anılarının yanı sıra, Ahmet Ağaoğlu'nun partinin kuruluşu ve çok 
kısa süren ömrü hakkında bilgileri içeren Serbest Fırka Hatıraları 
birinci elden kaynaklar olarak bilinmektedir. Düşünce ve siyaset 
hayatımızın önemli isimlerinden olan Ahmet Ağaoğlu (Agayev) 
uzun yıllar İttihat ve Terakki'nin merkezi umumi üyeliğinde bulun-
muş, mütareke yıllarında Malta'ya sürülmüş, Türk Ocağı'nın kuru-
luşuna katılmış ve Türkiye'de Türkçülük hareketinin öncülüğünü 
yapmıştır. 1930'da Atatürk'ün emriyle Fethi Okyar, Nuri Conker ve 
Tahsin Uzer gibi kişilerle Serbest Cumhuriyet Fırkası'nın kurucu-
ları arasında yer alan Ahmet Ağaoğlu, Serbest Fırka Hatıraları'nda 
yakın dostu Fethi Bey'le partinin kuruluş aşamalarını, tartışmalarını, 
Gazi'nin kuruluşa ilişkin çabalarını, parti üzerinde yapılan bütün 
hesapları altüst eden ünlü "İzmir Hadiseleri"ni, İnönü ve çevresinin 
oyunlarını, TBMM'de SCF'ye yapılan hücumları ve partinin feshini 
anlatmaktadır. Oğlu Samet Ağaoğlu'nun önsözleriyle birlikte 
yayımlanan bu hatıralar, yakın tarihimizin saklı kalmış gerçeklerini 
öğrenme konusunda önemli bir kaynak sayılmaktadır.

Bir yazarın kendi yaşam öyküsünü anlattığı otobiyografi türü, 
Türkiye’de pek kaleme alınan bir edebiyat türü değil. Var olan 
otobiyografik eserlerin çoğunda görülen de siyasi, sosyal, kültürel 
olarak kendiyle hesaplaşma cesaretinden yoksun metinler olmaları. 
Oysa Gün Zileli bunun açık bir istisnası: Şimdiye kadar yayımlanmış 
beş ciltlik otobiyografisinde hayatını neredeyse bütün detaylarıyla 
ortaya koymaktan çekinmeyen biri olan Zileli, bu altıncı ciltle daha 
önce 2000 yılına kadar getirdiği otobiyografisini tamamlıyor; yine 
tam bir açıklıkla, yine kendisiyle hesaplaşmaktan çekinmeden.

Kentlerde (2000-2013), Gün Zileli’nin hayat hikâyesinin İngiltere’den 
İsviçre’ye, oradan Türkiye’ye uzanan son kısmını ele alıyor. Bir 
“göçmen” olarak yaşamanın getirdiği zorluklar, “dışarıda” yürütülen 
politik faaliyetler, komün hayatı, epeyce gelgitli gönül ilişkileri, on 
iki yıl sonra doğulan topraklara dönüş, dostlar, anılar, kırgınlıklar, 
kopuşlar, aşklar, kediler-köpekler… Tüm bunları dürüst ve sakın-
masız biçimde anlatan Zileli, beri yandan diğer ciltlerde olduğu gibi, 
yine Türkiye siyasetine dair sözünü söylemeyi de ihmal etmiyor; 
analiz ederek, eleştirerek, yorumlamaya çalışarak…
